(f) To grant dispensations to Councillors, Co-Opted Members and church
and parent governor representatives of this Council from requirements relating
to interests set out in the Members' Code of Conduct.

(8) To deal with any reports from a case tribunal or interim case tribunal,
and any report from the Monitoring Officer on any matter referred to that
Officer by the Public Services Ombudsman for Wales; and

(h) To exercise (a) to (g) above in relation to the Community Councils
wholly or mainly in its area and the Members of those Community Councils.
